MINUTES

I. Call to Order. 

Chair Erwin called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m.
II. Pledge of Allegiance.
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Vice-Chair Alaniz, Jr.
III. Minutes of the October 20, 2008 Meeting. 
  Chair Erwin motioned the approval of the minutes as presented.  
Motion to accept the minutes as presented was made – Regena Coley moved, Jose Arevalo seconded; motion passed without opposition.
IV. Chairman’s Report.


1. Advisory Council Subcontractor Review – Explanation of services rendered and completed objectives for FY08 ~ Kleberg County Human Services – Margie DelBosque.      
Ms. DelBosque, Director of the Kleberg County Human Services informed the Council that all in all FY08 proved to be a good year, considering the increase of food costs and fuel; which in turn, increased participants to their Congregate Meal Program.  She then referred the Council to Attachment A which reflects the following status:  DADS C1-Congregate Meals totaled 19,340 (local meals were 13,317); DADS C2/SGR-Home Delivered Meals totaled 13,867 (local meals were 10,758); IIIB-Legal Services (Benefits Counseling) totaled 72 hours (while 26 hours were served with local funds); Title IXX served 16,355 meals and Title XX served 54,468 meals which is approximately 400-500 meals a day.  In conjunction to meals (congregate and home delivered), they also provided utility assistance to 91 clients.  In closing, Ms. DelBosque reported that the clubs at the facilities are very active especially the Bingo; they also provided monthly health screenings by partnering with Uresti Home Health.
2. Save-the-Date “Annual ACoA Holiday Potluck” – Chair Erwin.
Chair Erwin referred the matter to Betty Lamb, who then referred the Council to Attachment B for the Annual Christmas Potluck at the next ACoA Meeting scheduled for December 8th.  Council members agreed to the Potluck which will start at 12 noon and the Meeting to follow at 1:00 p.m.  
V. Special Report.

1. Person First Language – Judy Telge, Coastal Bend Center for Independent Living.
        Ms. Judy Telge, Executive Director of the Coastal Bend Center for Independent Living (CBCIL), referred the Council to the handout being passed around; she explained said handout is usually printed on larger font and heavier paper with the idea that people will keep it for future use.  Ms. Telge continued with a background of her organization which actually started in 1996 under a different name.  It did not officially become established as an Independent Living Center till 2002.  As far as she knows, CBCIL is the only organization that is controlled by people with disabilities; whereby, her staff and board must be made up of over 51% people with disabilities.  CBCIL serves all 12 counties; the four core services are Information and Referral, Peer Counseling, Independent Living Skills and Advocacy.  One of CBCIL’s strengths is their education, outreach and information, by and to people with disabilities.  One of their focus areas is “People First Language” through training and education; which always emphasizes that all participate in society and engage with family, friends and colleagues alike.  Essentially, one of the reasons why “disability” is not easily embraced is because there is so much negativity associated with the word in itself.  Therefore, the handout that was passed out provides examples of what “People First Language” should be as opposed to the labels or stereotype language commonly used that is often derogatory.  In closing, Ms. Telge urged the Council to better understand “People First Language” and to use the suggested language, thus embracing people with disabilities.
VI. Staff Reports.


1. Prescription Part D Outreach Event ~ December 11th – Stephanie Salinas.        Ms. Salinas referred the Council to Attachment C, which provides important CMS dates as well as details of the local Open Enrollment Outreach Event scheduled for December 11th at the Greenwood Senior Center.  The event will also include Flu Shots and resource tables for medication assistance, especially during the “donut hole”.  In Closing, Ms. Salinas encouraged the Council to take the flyers to their community and invited them to participate in the informative event as well.
2. National Family Caregivers Month ~ November/Comments on recent Walk for Memory – Felipa Wilmot.

Due to Ms. Wilmot’s absence, said report will be given at next months ACoA Meeting.
VII. Committee Report(s).

1. Advocacy/TSHL Committee Report – W.G. West/Roel Rodriguez, Co-Chairs.
Due to the absence of both Mr. West and Mr. Rodriguez, Chair Erwin provided the report.  She stated that copies of the top 10 TSHL Resolutions were available in the back for the Council’s review.  She then announced that due to her husband’s medical concerns, Noeline Kelly tendered her resignation as a Council Member and TSHL Representative and thanked her for her time and service.  In closing, Chair Erwin commented on her experience/adventure during September’s TSHL Session in Austin.  
2. Membership Committee Report ~ 2008 Membership Expirations – Rita San Miguel, Comm. Chair.
   Ms. San Miguel reported that the 2008 Membership expiration were as follows:  herself from Bee County; Jose Arevalo and Amparo Quintanilla of Kenedy/Kleberg Counties; Yolanda Lewis of Live Oak County; Val Ortega of Refugio; Deborah Gagnon and Judy Telge of Nueces County.  She reminded the Council that due to the changes under the Membership Section of the Bylaws, the Council has the option to offer reappointment for a subsequent five year period.  Therefore, said renewal of several memberships will be an Action Item at December’s ACoA Meeting.
VIII. Action Item.


1. Nominations of the 2009 Slate of Officers ~ Nominations Committee – Jose Arevalo, Elaine Cavazos & Carmen Garza. 
  Chair Erwin gave the floor to Mr. Jose Arevalo, member of the Nominations Committee to discuss the Slate of ACoA Officers for 2009.  Mr. Arevalo explained that after much consideration and communications with membership, the Nomination Committee’s recommendation for the Slate of ACoA Officers for 2009 are as follows:  Adan Alaniz, Jr. for Chair, Billie Erwin for Vice-Chair and Hector Benavidez for Secretary.  Chair Erwin then asked for any nominations from the floor; none were presented.  After confirmation that the recommended nominees accepted their nominations, Chair Erwin asked for a motion.
Motion to accept the Slate of ACoA Officers for 2009 was made by Rita San Miguel and seconded by Griselda Trevino; motion passed without opposition.

2. FY2009 AAA Area Plan Budget (Based on Planning Allocations Only) – Betty Lamb. 
   Ms. Lamb referred the Council to Attachment E and explained that the Regional Area Plan Budget is based on ‘planning figures’ as Congress has not yet passed the FY 2009 budget.  Attachment E provides the best estimates for the FY09 Budget based on planning figures provided by DADS staff in September, plus our best estimates for carryover funds.  Ms. Lamb reminded the Council that back in September, she presented them with an allocation plan for activities and service areas as well.  Attachment E builds on this allocation plan, plus updates amounts based on planning figures supplies by DADS in late September and works the amounts into the DADS Budget format.  Furthermore, the line items on the Budget Activity Detail pages (beginning with AAAA Administration and ending with Evidence Based Intervention) also mirror the Quarterly Performance Reports that are submitted to DADS.  The Planning Budget consists of DADS funding in the amount of $2,789,439, CBCOG Cash Match of $59,906 plus  State Planning Match of $43,457, other anticipated grants of $23,000, local funds totaling $1,463,079, program income of $146,771, and lastly, local in-kind funds of $98,781 - Grand Total Regional Budget of $4,624,433.  Lastly, said budget includes estimated Title III carryover funds $77,658, Nutrition Services Incentive Program (NSIP) estimated net carryover funds of $37,866, and continuing grants from Center for Medicare and Medicaid (CMS) totaling $57,432 and finally, a continuing grant from Housing Bond Fees totaling $8,942.  In closing, Ms. Lamb explained the proceeding pages provide a detailed breakdown of each budget activity and that in 2009 the budget will be reworked once Congress passes the Fiscal Year 2009 Older Americans Act Budget.  
Motion to accept the FY2009 AAA Area Plan Budget (based on Planning Allocations only) of $2,789,439 DADS funding (cash budget including DADS funds, local match and other grants totals $4,525,652) was made by Elinor Pape and seconded by Keith Callaway; motion passed without opposition.
